1. Echocardiography (2D-Color Doppler) is 
the actual video pictures of the heart. It may 
detect enlargement of the heart, valve 
abnormalities, blood colts, heart failure, 
heart murmur, fluid around the heart, 
tumors and other heart problems. Method –
Ultrasound.

2. Carotid Arteries Ultrasound shows any 
irregularities or plaque build up in the artery 
walls that may lead to stroke. Many Strokes 
are associated with blockages in the carotid 
arteries that may be detected with an 
ultrasound. 

3. Pulmonary Function is a Lung Function 
Test for Asthma and Chronic obstructive 
pulmonary disease (COPD). Early detection 
of COPD is very important. The sooner you 
quit smoking and avoid other environmental 
factors that contribute to COPD, the better 
your chance of slowing damage to your 
airways and lungs.

4. Aortic Aneurysm Ultrasound Scan may 
detect a bulge in a section of the aorta, the 
body’s main artery. The aorta carries 
oxygen-rich blood from the heart to the rest 
of the body. When the section with the 
aneurysm is overstretched and weak, it can 
burst and cause serious bleeding that can 
quickly lead to death.

5.  Digital Pulse Analyzer (DPA) provides 
information on arterial wall stiffness and 
determines the biological age of arteries. 
This is a non-invasive test that uses a 
finger probe to observe the changes in 
pressure, blood flow, velocity and profile 
throughout the whole pulse wave.

6.  Nerve conduction Studies are used 
mainly for evaluation of paresthesias
(numbness, tingling, burning) and/or 
weakness of the arms and legs. It 
measures the ability of electrical 
conduction, of the motor and sensory 
nerves.

7. Dexa Scan (Osteoporosis Test). 
Analyzes your risk for developing 
osteoporosis. A Disease that causes 
bone fracture and the major cause of hip 
replacements. 

8. ABI (P.A.D Test) Doppler Ultrasound 
that measures blood circulation or flow to 
the peripherals and identifies blockages 
and Harding of the arteries. 

9. A Sleep Study or polysomnogram 
(PSG) is a multiple-component test that 
electronically transmits and records 
specific physical activities while you 
sleep. Data is collected and analyzed to 
determine whether or not you have a 
sleep disorder. “The earlier a disease is detected, the better”
